Robot Drag Race and Autonomous Control Award

Each team should bring a robot with a completeedsiystem. It can be a new robot or a machine from a
previous season. For safety purposes it must B8 Fhapproved motors, be wired to FIRST standards
and use an IFI control system. A robot drag striplve set up on the gym floor. The drag strip viod
carpet 8 wide by 27’ long with a white line at th® mark. Each team will compete in 3 heats, Z2dpe
and 1 autonomous.

Heat 1 - Speed with no load distance of 27 feein(p@warded fastest to slowest.)

Heat 2 - Speed pulling trailer loaded with 60 lbisweights, distance of 27 feet (points awardetefts
to slowest.)

Heat 3 - Autonomous to white line with no load {aeiawarded closest to line.) Measured from front
plane of robot to edge of line closest to drivetish.

Competition Notes:

Each team may have a maximum of 10 minutes betwegtches to work on their machines. Only
students may work on the machines at the eveny arid tools and battery-powered tools may be
used. Theravill not be any power available in your pit area. Bringrgled batteries and tools. The
trailer will be a % piece of plywood 18” x 18” with1x3 lip on the edge. A 24" bridle will be attach
to the trailer with a quick link to attach to yawbot @esign in an attachment point) If your robot
leaves the drag strip, it will be disabled. In thdling heat, the trailer is considered part of ymbot.
There will be a practice time before the heatstebine amount of time is yet to be determined. The
trailer will be available during practice.
